The Pines course is a Stanley

irrigation system. The Pines is carved out
of a superb setting through an evergreen
forest.

The course is a thoroughly enjoyable and
unforgettable golfing layout, immaculately
maintained and reputed to be one of the
best golf values in the Maritimes. With
the recent improvements, 2001 will prove
to be a banner year for this wonderful
course.
