1965 Sprite Alpine 400 caravan (travel trailer) refurbished over 2.5 years. Light all-wood interior (some trim not completed yet), 2-burner propane stove, efficient removable 12-volt fridge with exhaust fan, LED lights (interior and markers outside), sink, 3-tank fresh water (forgot how many litres - will edit later), professionally recovered seats, sink w/ retractable hot / cold faucet, 2 x 6-volt deep-cycle batteries (largest ones I could find) to make 12VDC (batteries stored inside on charger over winter), 2000-watt inverter for 120VAC, 120VAC plugs inside and outside, 12VDC plugs, USB power plugs, amber porch light, large solar panel with charge panel (capable of adding one more panel), two propane tanks with auto-change regulator, British style split door entrance, large windows with blinds, hinged screens over windows, polished wood floor (no carpets!!!), microwave oven (works on- or off-grid with large batteries, inverter, and solar panel), stereo with built-in speakers, city water hookup, separate 120VAC 3-stage battery charger, large shower (not sure if I'll take it out and put in something a little smaller) with water efficient shower head, ceiling vent with variable speed van, R20 rigid polystyrene insulation in ceiling, R15 rigid in walls, lots of storage, functioning friction brakes with hand park brake, light-weight (I pull it easily with my 4-cylendar Kia Soul), sleeps 3 (two adults at rear, one child at front). 
This is a complete rebuild, two and a half years in the making - an actual labour of love. Blood, sweat, and tears all went into this. The outside is a little rough looking due to hail. I was going to have it reskinned with new aluminum but will instead sell it and go back to school. 
Made in England, pulled on three continents by Canadian Armed Forces man, given to his son, and sold to me as a project. Completely rebuilt. See http://http://allansplace.ca/archive/more/spritealpine1965/ to see details on its refurbishing (not complete). I have all receipts for its rebuild.
